HIK: Hazrat Inayat Khan (Baroda India Jul 5, 1882 — Delhi India Feb 5, 1927), founder and teacher of Universal Sufism, who
came to the West in 1914 as an honoured Northern Indian classical musician, with his brothers Maheboob, Musharaff, and Ali.
Hazrat Inayat Khan wrote many books, among them ‘The Music of Life, ‘The Mystycysm of Sound’, ‘Unity of Religious Ideals’
and ‘The Soul whence and wither’. All Inayat’s teachings help us to go The Way of the Heart (video).

MP: Mir Pyarumian Maheboob-Khan (Baroda /ndia Jun 6,1887 — Den Haag Jul 3,1948), a classical Indian musician/ conductor/
composer, younger brother of Hazrat Inayat Khan.

Represented the International Sufi Movement since 1927. A very talented but modest singer and composer, with a powerful voice.
Anekdote: His brothers Inayat and Ali would pretend to go out, slamming the door while staying in the hall, the only way to hear
Mabeboob's singing. He composed over 60 sacred songs.

POM: Pir-o-Murshid Hidayat Inayat-Khan (London Aug 6, 1917 — Sep 12, 2016), Brittish/ French prof. of music/ violinist/
composer/ conductor; son of Hazrat Inayat-Khan, father of Fazal.

Represented the International Sufi Movement since 1988. Some works: Zikr Symphony, Ghandi Symphony, Monotonia, Message
Symphony, Quartet for Strings, several choral pieces and songs. His music is a mix of eastern monophony flavoured with raga
melody lines, and western polyphony based on harmonic structures.

RW: Murshida Ratan Lysbeth Witteveen - de Vries Feyens (Den Haag Apr 1,1920 — Wassenaar Dec 25, 2006) was touched by
Hazrat Inayat Khan as a six-year-old during Summerschool in Suresnes. She found her sufi life-partner in Karimbakhsh Johannes
Witteveen (Jun 12,1921 — Apr 30, 2019).

With great love for the sufi message she developed into a refined pianist and composer. Characteristic for her music are the power of
simplicity, reverent melodic lines often supported by calm tanpura-like movements, and regularly representing Eastern influences.
SH: Sheikh Yakzan Valdez (Jujuy Argentina Oct 20,1937 - May 24, 1993), a celebrated master of the Dances of Universal
Peace and a Sheikh of the Sufi Order International.

He studied design and Ikebana in NY City, and established Sufi communities in Hawaii, Chile, and Spain.

Mira: Mirabai meditative singer, sacred dance guide; MdJ: Marja de Jong singer, conductor, composer, multi-instrumentalist.
